- Skin May be harmful if absorbed through skin. Causes skin burns.
- Inhalation May be harmful if inhaled. Material is extremely destructive to the tissue of the mucous membranes and

upper respiratory tract.

Acute toxicity (Ingestion)

Corrosion of the digestive tract, bloody vomiting with mucous membrane fragments, diarrhea, inflammation
of the larynx and possibility of oesophageal and gastric perforation, death.

- Eyes Severe burns and destruction of ocular tissue that can lead to corneal ulceration and blindness.

- Skin Severe burns and tissue ulcerations. May be fatal, if the extent of the burns is considerable. Acetic acid

will have a greater corrosive effect from 10%.

- Inhalation Spasms, irritation and inflammation of the nose, throat and lungs. Edema of the larynx and
bronchi. Chemical pneumonitis and pulmonary edema that can lead to death.

Acute toxicity (Ingestion) Corrosion and ulceration of the mouth, throat, esophagus, stomach and abdominal wall. Dysphagiag, kidney
damage, bloody diarrhea and vomiting, diaphoresis, intense thirst, shock, circulatory collapse,
unconsciousness, coma and can lead to death.
